Installation Steps

STEP 1：Connect all the bottom metal tubes together number by number in
order & snap into place
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STEP 2：Slip one side net sleeve over one of the fiberglass poles.
Insert the the same side's base leg post.

STEP3：Insert the upper pole into the fiberglass pole. Stand by the net on
one side and slide sleeve up.Pull one 45 upper pole towards yourself by
tilting the frame and hook the white loop on the net around the notch.
*Repeat this step for the opposite side.
WARNING: Don't stand in direction of the pole's load when bending as the
pole may snap back and cause injury.
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STEP4：Velcro over the middle bars. Hook the bottom loops on the hooks
on both sides
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Installation complete!

MAINTENANCE/ Service
Have a qualified repair person service your Rugby Net using only identical
replacement parts.This will ensure that the safety of the Rugby Net is
maintained.A dusty, damp or corrosive environment can cause damage to
the Rugby Net .
