SYSTEM POWER-ON

In the initial state, any fingerprint can unlock the safe. The initial
administrator password is 123456, and the user password is empty.

ADDING FINGERPRINTS

1. Registering a Fingerprint

® After opening the safe, short-press the green button inside the safe
(fingerprint login button). After hearing two short "di-di" beeps, the
setting light turns on. Collect the fingerprint 4 times at the scanner
position.

® Then, hear a short "di" beep followed by a long "di" beep, indicating
successful fingerprint registration. (If three short "di-di-di" beeps sound,
registration fails.)

® Use this method to register other fingerprints. Up to 30 fingerprints can
be registered (can be increased according to user needs).

2. Registering the Administrator Password

After opening the safe, touch to wake up the touchscreen. Press "00",
then press the green button inside the safe (code switch). Enter the
new password and end with the "#" key. The password length is 3-12
digits.

3. Registering the Ordinary User Password
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® After opening the safe, touch to wake up the touchscreen. Press "11",
then press the green button inside the safe (code switch). Enter the
new password and end with the "#" key. The password length is 3-12
digits.

DELETING FINGERPRINTS AND PASSWORDS

In standby mode, press and hold the green button inside the safe
(fingerprint deletion button) for about 5 seconds. When you hear a long "di"
beep, it means all fingerprints and passwords have been deleted
successfully, and the factory settings are restored. Any fingerprint can
unlock the safe.

UNLOCKING WITH FINGERPRINT

1. Verify with a registered fingerprint. Place the finger on the fingerprint
module.

2. If the identification is successful, a long "di" beep will sound, the
electromagnet attracts, and the panel displays the unlocked state.

3. If the identification is unsuccessful, a "ding-ling-ling-ling" mismatch
sound will be heard, and the panel displays the locked state.

UNLOCKING WITH PASSWORD

1. Touch to wake up the touchscreen and enter the 3-12-digit user-set
password.

2. If the identification is successful, a long "di" beep will sound, the
electromagnet attracts, and the panel displays the unlocked state.

3. If the identification is unsuccessful, a "ding-ling-ling-ling" mismatch
sound will be heard, and the panel displays the locked state.

ALARM OPERATIONS

1. In sleep mode, touch to wake up the touchscreen and press the "*" key.
When you hear a "di" beep and the numeric key lights turn off, it
means the alarm state is activated. The safe will alarm when vibrated.

2. After an alarm, enter the correct fingerprint or password. The
electromagnet will attract for 5 seconds, and the alarm state will
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automatically cancel. If the correct fingerprint is not entered, the alarm
will stop automatically after 30 seconds, but the alarm state will not
cancel.

3. Entering the wrong fingerprint or password more than 3 (5) times will
trigger a 30-second alarm.

SOUND ON/OFF

Touch to wake up the touchscreen and enter "11#" to turn all sounds on or
off.

LOW VOLTAGE REMINDER

1. The system uses four 1.5V alkaline batteries. If the voltage is
insufficient, the buzzer will emit "di, di, di" twice after opening the door,
reminding users to replace the batteries.

2. In case of insufficient battery voltage, use an emergency power supply
or mechanical emergency key to open the door.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

The safe can be installed on the wall.

Drill the appropriate size holes for the anchors you are using.

® Mount the safe by running screws from the safe inside and securing to
anchors.

® Ensure the safe is mounted securely on the wall.

IMPORTANT TIPS

To improve fingerprint recognition accuracy, users can refer to the

following suggestions:

® Register 2-3 fingerprints per user.

® Women and children are advised to register thumbs and middle
fingers.

® Apply even pressure when pressing the finger—neither too heavy nor
too light; a light press is recommended.

® Register fingerprints from multiple angles during registration.
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® Use high-quality, high-performance alkaline batteries. Do not use
inferior, counterfeit, or any carbon-zinc batteries.
