ATTENTION

Turn off the power

1. Do not use the vacuum cleaner
near flammable and explosive
liquids or gases to avoid fires.

2. When plugging and unplugging
the power plug, please turn off the
power switch first to avoid risks of
fires or electric shocks.

INSTALLATION PROCESS
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Handle

(1) Insertion: Insert the main
suction tube into the suction port
until it locks.

(2) Take out: Press the suction
port seat button and pull out the
main suction tube body.

Connected tube

Use of connected tube

(1) Butt joint: Insert one section of
the connector into the inner
diameter of the other port and
tighten it.

(2) Pull out: Hold the connector at
the interface with both hands and
pull it out.

Power cord storage
.

Hose handle and connected tube
(1) Butt joint: Insert the handle at
one end of the hose into the
extension pipe and tighten it.

(2) Pull out: Hold the extension
tube and handle at the interface
with both hands and pull out them.

Hose storage

Floor brush and connected tube
connection

(1) Butt joint: Insert the other end
of the connected tube into the
inner diameter of the interface of
the floor brush assembly and
tighten it.

(2) Pull out: Hold the floor brush
assembly and the interface of the
connected tube with both hands
and pull out them.

Power cord storage

(1) When storing the power cord:
wrap the power cord regularly
around the hub.

(2) When using the power cord:
Lift the hook of the power cord
upward and rotate it 90° to quickly
remove the power cord.

Storage of accessories

(1) All accessories can be inserted
into the accessory rack (4
accessory positions)

(2) The hose can be placed in the
hose receptacle.

Switch button

Switch button

After the plug of power cord is inserted into the
socket, press the switch button to start the vacuum
cleaner;

After vacuuming, press the switch button to turn off

the vacuum cleaner.

Airflow adjustment
Used for the suction adjustment, suction will
decrease when the block is open, suction will reach

max when the block is closed.

Handle Assemble
Handle can be fixed by users.

Blowing feature

For the suction adjustment device, the suction power
can be adjusted by controlling the speed of motor,
which can be adjusted and converted freely, and all

vacuuming environments can be easily coped with.

USE OF CLEANING

Liquid Cleaning

Open the knob on barre.

Trash cleaning

1. Open both sides of the barrel by hand,
and lift up the entire head and filter.

2. Tilt the barrel and pour out trash inside
the barrel.

3. Put the head back to the barrel and
lock it.

Clean sponge filter and cloth
bag

After removing the filter and cloth bag
from components of the appliance, wash
and dry them.

Reuse
After cleaning and drying them, they can

be installed and used again.




INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE OF ACCESSORIES

Floor brush
Mainly used to absorb water stains on

the ground.

2in1 Nozzle
Mainly used for vacuuming corners,

narrow gaps, etc.

Scientific Use, Maintain and Cleaning of the Vacuum Cleaner

1. In order to prolong the service life of the vacuum cleaner, it is recommended that the
continuous use time shall not exceed 20 minutes.

2. In order to prolong the service life of the dust collector, it is recommended to clean up the
trash in the dust collector in time after each use, rinse it with clean water, and then dry it.

3. It is recommended to rinse the filter with clean water once a month, and then dry it;

4. Please wipe the surface of the vacuum cleaner with a dry cloth, do not wipe it with a
damp cloth to prevent water from entering the vacuum cleaner, otherwise it will cause a

short circuit or even burn the vacuum cleaner.

Fault

The motor does
not functioning

Possible Cause

- Check if the plug of power supply is
plugged in properly?

- Check if the outlet of power supply is
powered on?

- Check if the power switch of the vacuum
cleaner is turned on?

- Check whether the brushes are burnt or
worn, whether the switch of the vacuum
cleaner is damaged or not, etc.

Solution

Reinsert the plug into the socket.Turn on
the switch of socket or replace the socket
of power supply.

Reduced suction

+ Check if accessories such as suction
tube or dust bags are blocked?

- Check if the dust collector is full?

- Is the filter clogged or not?

Remove the blockage and clean it in time.
Clean the dust collector.
Clean the dust filter.

Motor
overheating

The continuous operating time is too long,
the brushes and commutators are worn,
causing to generate too large sparks, too
much dust to stick to the dust filter, and
the dust collector is full of dust, etc.

You can take a rest and then use it. If the
appliance also heats up after a short time,
you need to open the dust collector to
clean up the trash inside.

Suction drop

Check whether the motor is faulty, the
brush is worn, the dust filter is damp, the
dust chamber is full of dust, the hose and
the suction nozzle or exhaust port are
blocked, the pipeline is leaking, the
interface is poorly sealed, etc.

Confirm whether the motor operates
normally, clean the filter, dust cup, and
hose, and re-tighten accessories at the
interface seal.

Body
overheating or
excluded gas
overheating

- Is the suction normal?
- Has it been used for more than 30
minutes?

The heat exhausted from the body is
caused by the heat generated by the heat
conduction of motor. It is a normal
temperature, please continue to use it.
Please stop and rest for 5 minutes before
using it.
