1. Always operate Air Compressor no exceed the maximum pressure rating. The
maximum pressure rating of this Air Compressor is 150 PSI.

2. This model is equipped with Auto Overheat Protection. This is designed to
protect the Air Compressor from overheat causing permanent damage to Air
Compressor.The thermal overload protector will self-activate when the internal
temperature rises to certain degree. To restart the Air Compressor, turn the
ON/OFF switch to OFF, allowing the Air Compressor to cool about 15 minutes.
You can then resume usage of the Air Compressor by turning it on.

3. Please note that you may experience a slight delay (around 0.5s) of the Air
Compressor motor starting while the Air Compressor is pressurised. This is not a
malfunction.

4. ltis strongly recommended that you keep the vehicle's engine running while
using the Air Compressor, so the performance of the Air Compressor can be
enhanced. aslo to prevent your vehicle's battery from running out.

TIRE INFLATION

CAUTION:

e Before connecting the Air Compressor power cord, please make sure
that the ON/OFF switch of your Air Compressor is in the OFF state.
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e The Air Compressor is moisture and dust resistant, and it is fixed with
a flat tray so that you can place it on the soft sand while it is running.

Pay close attention to the pressure gauge and be
prepared to stop the Air Compressor quickly when recommended
inflation pressure is reached..

OPERATION INSTRUCTION:

The Calibrated Pressure Gauge comes with an Rubber Air Hose and a
Quick Connector. Simply attach this Rubber Air Hose to the Air
Compressor, now you are ready to inflate tires.

The operation mode of mechanical pressure gauge is
the same as that of electronic pressure gauge.

PLEASE FAMILIARISE THE FOLLOWING DIFFERENT
FUNCTIONS OF THIS AIR TOOL

A: TIRE INFLATION

1. Attach both Quick Connectors on the Rubber Air Hose and the Air Compressor.

2. Choose whether you use Screw-on Valve Connector(better accuracy due to its

excellent airtightness) or Inflate Adaptor(more convenient for it can be locked up

by merely pushing a jount)

a. If you choose the Screw-on Valve Connector, it is already attached to the
26.25FT Rubber Air Hose and ready to operate.

b. If you choose the Inflate Adaptor, simply screw the end of it into the Screw-on
Connector, and ready to operate.

3. Turn the Air Compressor switch on to start inflation. Please turn off the Air
Compressor when pressure is reached.

B: CALIBRATED PRESSURE GAUGE

1. The 2-inch Calibrated Pressure Gauge provides accurate tire pressure
monitoring when inflating. This brings vast convenience for some air hoses have
no gauge and valve connector fixed together.

2. Please note that during inflation, Calibrated Pressure Gauge cannot provide
instant pressure readings due to air velocity. You can momentarily halt the
inflation to obtain the pressure readings.



SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

1. Always inflate tires to manufacturer's recommended tire pressure. Exercise
extreme caution when driving with deflated tires.

2. Never exceed 30km/h when driving with partially inflated tires.
3. Never make sharp turns while driving with tires on low pressure.
4. Re-inflate tires before highway travels.

5. Use heat resistant minimum 200 PSI rated working pressure extension
hose.Do not use aftermarket hoses with less than 200 Psi working pressure.
Some aftermarket hoses may not be suitable for use due to heat and pressure
generated by this type of Air Compressor.

MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS

1. The Air Compressor is equipped with a permanently lubricated, maintenance
free motor. Never try to lubricate the Air compressor.

2. Air Compressor is also equipped with one washable filters under the black
cover on the head. To clean: Remove the cover on the head and remove the filter
(a foams and a felt). Filters should be washed with warm fresh water (no
chemicals). Drip dry in shade before replacing back into Air Compressor.

3. Regularly clean dust and dirt from Air Compressor, its cooling fins and motor
housing.

4. All repairs should be performed by a qualified electrician only.
