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BEFORE INSTALLATION PLEASE:
1) Ensure all parts work properly
2) Check and Ensure the supplied Code works. If you wish to change the code follow the instructions under " Changing the code" and confirm that it works.
3) Ensure that both knob handles of the Digital Lock can be moved freely.
Check that the hold-back function can be engaged and keeps the latch retracted
and handle pressed. Also check that the latch moves freely by pressing the end by
turning with the spindle.
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INSTALLATION

1.APPLY THE TEMPLATE
[image: 未标题-2]
Tape the template to the door. Make sure that you fold it along the appropriate line, depending on the back set of the latch 60mm.
Mark the 10mm diameter hole for the spindle of the Digital Lock,the two 7mm holes for the bolt though fixings.
Mark the correct 6mm diameter hole, for the reinforcement pin,depending on the handing of the door.
Drill all marked holes.

POSITIONING AND FIXING THE LATCH
Mark a central point on the 'Centre Line of Latch' on the door edge.Drill a 25mm hole x95mm deep.Insert the latch into the hole, and draw around the face plate.Remove the latch and cut a 3mm rebate so that the face plate
will fit flush with the door.Secure the latch with the wood screws.

3. BLUE HANDING SCREW
When fitting a back-plate to a left-hand door the Blue screw must go on the right-hand hole and vise versa.
4.POSITIONING THE SPINDLE

Select the spindle to suit the thickness of the door.Insert the spindle through the slot in the door and make sure that it engages that latch correctly for the hand of the door (see inset diagram).

5. FIXING THE LOCK

Cut the fixing bolts to suit the door thickness,allowing at least one threaded section to screw into the lock-case.Hold the lock case and the back-plate, with the seals, onto the door with the spindle in position.
Using the fixing bolts screw everything together through the top and bottom holes of the back-plate.Before final tightening,make sure the lock is vertical,
and test the mechanism to ensure that it is all moving easily.
Do not close the door until you are sure that the code works.
Do not over tighten the fixing bolts as this may cause distortion and load to poor operation.
6.FITTING THE STRIKE PLATE

Position the strike plate on the door so that it lines up with the flat of the latch bolt,not the plunger.Make the inner and outer edges of the strike plate and cut a 1mm rebate so that it fits flush with the surface or the door frame.Drill or cut a recess for the latch bolt.Fit the strike plate using only one wood screw as first to ensure that it is positioned accurately.The latch bolt, and not the plunger, should enter the aperture easily, and be held without too mush 'play'. When satisfied secure the strike with the second screw.

CHANGING THE CODE

IMPORTANT: Keep the Lock on a flat surface at all times when removing the plate to gain access as there are a lot of small components inside. You should NEVER remove the "C" tumbler.
1.) Remove the 4 retaining screws from the back of the outside lock body.
2.) There are 5 Red Keyed tumblers,8 Blue keyless tumblers and 1 Clear Tumbler ("C" Button).
NOTE: With the spare tumblers you can either increase the number of digits in the code to 6 or decrease to 4.
3.) Press the "C" button and hold it at all times during the process; using the tweezers you can remove one or more of the keyed & keyless tumblers.
4.) Re-insert the tumblers (putting the Blue tumblers in the slots corresponding with the buttons you do not wish to use and the Red in those you do wish to use) to produce the desired code.
NOTE: The keyed and keyless tumblers vary in shape therefore it is essential that they are reinserted in the correct orientation as shown below in Figure 1.
5.) Once the tumblers are refitted, make a note of the new code then replace and secure the metal plate with the 4 screws. Check the code function before refitting to the door.
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SINGLE-SIDED STAY-OPEN FUNCTION SETUP

[bookmark: _GoBack]The rear door of the product has a single-sided normally open function.Below are the steps for setting and canceling the single-sided normally open function for right-hand door installation. For left-hand door installation, the rotation and pressing directions are reversed.
To Enable the Stay-Open Function: Press and hold the rear door handle in the door-opening direction. While holding the handle, push the rear door positioning switch in the opposite direction of the door opening. The stay-open function is now successfully enabled.
  









To Disable the Stay-Open Function: Press and hold the rear door handle. Then, push the rear door positioning switch in the door-opening direction and release the door handle. The stay-open function is now successfully disabled.
